Champ Runner-up, 3™ & Class 1% in Events; 1%, 2@ & 3 in Concurrents,
HOA Handicap and Teams will be shot-off. All other ties long run, front
(high gun). Optional purses will be shot-off concurrently, where possible.
50’s and Lewis Class ties divide.

Fields 2, 3 & 4 will be used for shoot-offs, gun championships on field 3.
Shoot-offs will be doubles: 3/4/5/4/3, miss and out by station.

Shoot-off sheets will be posted on the registration building. All
shooters who think they might be in a shoot-off should check there
before leaving the premises.
